JOURNEY CLASSES  

 

New Journey Classes begin on Sunday, September 12th.  Here are the classes that we are offering: 
 

1)   Young At Heart (taught by Neal Stockmyer) 
Beginning in September we will look at Godôs Revelation in the world. The various religions of the world try to 
explain humanityôs attempts to find God. The Bible, by contrast, shows us Godôs attempts to find us.  He does 
this as He reveals His nature, His abilities, and expectations.  We will see these from the book of Exodus, be-
ginning with God calling Moses. 

 
2)   The Work of the Holy Spirit in the book of Acts (taught by Dwayne Klepal) 

We will look at 12 of the 60 references to the Holy Spirit in the book of Acts.  I want to deal with these refer-
ences with the idea in mind:  How can I relate these to my life and Godôs will for me?  
As we look at these passages we will try to answer these questions:  What does the text say and mean in its 
context?;  What does it mean to me today? 

 
3)   The Sermon on the Mount (taught by Sam Macenzcak) 

This class will explore and look at the teachings of Jesus Christ given in the Sermon on the Mount.  As these 
principles are examined we will draw application of them for our lives today. 

 
I would encourage all of our church family to plan on being a part of one of these classes.  Adults, please remem-
ber we have the responsibility to be the example to all of the children and teens in our church.  When we lead in the 
area of studying Godôs word our children will follow.  Journey Classes are an opportunity to not only gain biblical 
knowledge but to be a part of an encouraging group of adults, who desire to learn, grow, and make application of 
biblical principles.
